PROTECTING GOD’S CHILDREN

What to know before your child
boards the airplanes

Every airline has slightly different policies on
how they accommodate unaccompanied
children. Take special note of their policies for
escorting children at connection airports and
accommodations in the event that the flight is delayed or di-
verted. Note that some airlines policies do not include provid-
ing overnight accommodations and the airline may turn over
your child to local authorities if the flight is delayed overnight.

STATEMENT REGARDING ABUSE

As our parish community strives to be a safe place for
children, the priests fully support
reporting any abuse of children immediately.
